Owners offilland drain whirlpool bathtubs need to know basic information concerning water quality: howit affects
performance and enjoymentofthe operation oftheirtubs, and steps that can be taken by the ownerto correctrelated
problems. Importantissues are the microbiological and chemical quality of the water.

MICROBIOLOGICAL QUALITY:

Microbes are presentin water supplied by individual wells or water systems and eveninthe airaround us. These
microbes are usually inamounts below whatis noticeable. Microbes from the water or air or from a bathers body
may settle on wetted surfaces such as a whirlpool bathtub’s surface or piping systems where they can grow in
numbers where we can notice them. With regards to whirlpool bathtubs, brown/black fungi/mold or pigmented
(colored) bacteriacanbe noted.

Fungi/Mold - Fungi and mold are always present. The levels are usually such that we do not notice them. When
moisture and temperature are sufficient, the organisms willgrowto levels thatwe may smelland/or see. The best
example of such growthis the very common black growth on the bottom of shower curtains. The bestsolutionto
keepthese surfaces free from growthis frequent cleaning.

Pigmented Bacteria - Water utilities fromall over the United States have experienced calls from consumersinquiring
and complaining about pinkish substance on bathroom fixturesthatis very persistent, appearing inthe shower, sink
and along the water line of toilet bowls. With whirlpool bathtubs, the formation of this colored substance may be
particularly pronouncedinwhitetubs. Theresidueislesslikely aproblem associated with water quality than with
naturally occurringairborne bacteria. The bacteriamay produce a pinkish film, and sometimesadark gray film, on
surfacesthatare regularly moist, including toilet bowls, shower heads, sink drains, andtiles. The problemis more
common in humid areas ofthe country. Inany particular case, the determination of the exact species of bacteria
causingthe problemwouldrequire lengthy and costly laboratory testing; however, most experts believe the bacteria
responsible is Serratia marcescens. These bacteria thrive on moisture, dust and phosphates, and are widely
distributedin soil, foodand alsoinanimals. The American Water Works Association suggests thatshortof buying
pinkfixtures, the bestsolutionto keepthese surfacesfree fromthe bacterial filmis continual cleaning. The AWWA
recommends a chlorine containing the compound as the best cleaner and avoiding abrasives to avoid scratching
fixtures, which willmake them more susceptible to bacteria.
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CHEMICAL QUALITY:

Thewater supplied by individual wells orwater systems always contains chemicals, usually inamounts belowthose
which the consumerwould notice. Examples of such chemicals, which are of potential concern forthe owners of
filland drainwhirlpoolbathtubs, are calciumand magnesiumsalts, copper, iron, manganese and sulfates. Whenthese
chemicalsare presentin sufficientamounts, they may cause problemsinwhirlpool bathtubs. You should contactyour
water supply ortreatment company and follow their suggestions for treatment.

CalciumandMagnesium Salts -Collectively, the various compounds of calcium and/ormagnesiumarereferredtoas
salts. Calciumand magnesium salts are oftenfoundin groundwater suppliesand cause “hardness” inwater. Hard
and softwaterarerelative terms. Hard waterretards the cleaning action of soaps and detergents, causing expense
inthe form of extrawork and cleaning agents. When hard wateris heated, itwilldepositahard scale. Withregard
towhirlpool bathtubs, high calciumand/or magnesium levels may resultinthe formation of white stainsand scale
formationontheinside ofthe tubs, especially noticeable with colored tubs. Ifthisoccurs, you needto contactthe
water supplierto determine the calcium and/or magnesium contentand/or corrosion potential of the water and follow
their suggestionsfortreatment. Ifyouare onanindividual well, you need to contact a water treatment company
totestyourwater and suggest solutionsifaproblemis present.

Iron-Ironisfoundin many natural waters especially fromwells. Ironinwater can also resultfrom the corrosion of
pipinginthe water supply system, such as castiron mains or galvanized steel servicelines, or galvanized piping in
thehomewater system. Highironlevels mayresultinthe formation of brown stainsinthe vicinity ofthe faucetoutlets
ofvariousfixturesinthe home. Withwhirlpool bathtubs, the staining may be particularly pronounced becausethe
aerationaction canoxidizeirontoaformthatsettles outontheinside ofthe tubs, especially noticeable inwhite tubs.
Ifhighironinthewateris present, you canalso notice rustcolored depositsinyourtoilettank or dishwasher. Ifthis
occurs, you needto contactthe water supplier to determine the iron contentand/or corrosion potential of the water
andfollowtheir suggestionsfortreatment. Ifyouare onanindividual well, you needto contactawater treatment
companytotestyourwater and suggest solutionsifaproblemis present.

Manganese- Manganeseis found inmany naturalwaters, especially fromwells. High manganese levels may result
inthe formation of smallblack particlesthat can stainlaundry, especially noticeable with whites such as sheets or
towels. Withwhirlpool bathtubs, the formation of small black particles may be particularly pronounced because the
aerationactioninthe tub can oxidize manganesetoaninsoluble formthatis especially noticeable with white tubs.
Ifhighmanganeseinthe wateris present, youmay also notice black stains onwhite laundry. Ifthisoccurs, youneed
to contact the water supplier to determine the manganese content of the water and follow their suggestions for
treatment. Ifyouare onanindividual well, youneedto contactawatertreatmentcompanyto testyourwaterand
suggestsolutionsifaproblemis present.

TREATMENT:

Ifyou have contacted yourwater supplier and followed its instructions and you are still having problems, you need
toincreasethe frequency of applications of low-foaming detergent/bleach starting from bi-monthly purging down to
using itevery other day as required to eliminate your particular problem.

The use of certain bath oils, bubble baths and bath additives may increase the level of accumulations of bath residue
inthewhirlpool system. More frequent cleaning may be necessary ifthese products are used in the whirlpool tub.
Ifexcess accumulations persist, you should discontinue use ofthese products.
